Tutorial 1 – Inputting notes

Getting Started

1. Open Sibelius – File -new
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2. Choose Lead sheet, then click next
3. Choose your preferred manuscript style then click next
4. Choose a time signature and then click next
5. Choose a key signature, then click next
6. Fill in any score information you want, then click finish.

7. Your blank score will appear, with title and composer.
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Inputting notes

1. Make sure you can see the keypad. If not, select Window, and make sure Keypad is ticked.

2. Choose Notes – Input notes ( or use shortcut – type N on computer keyboard.)
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3. On keypad, choose note or rest value you want, and then type note names on computer keyboard or play on MIDI keyboard. For song below, select crotchet then type G G then select quaver and type G A. Then select crotchet and type E G etc. Rests are created by selecting the value on keypad and pushing space bar.
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4. f you require further symbols or notes  (articulations, ties, grace notes, cue notes, tremolos etc) you will find them on the second  third fourth or fifth keypad. For a dotted crotchet select crotchet and dot. To find the 2nd  3rd or 4th keypad click on the tabs on top of the keypad.
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5. If you make a mistake you can change the pitch of a note with the up or down arrows. To change by an octave hold down Ctrl and up or down arrow. 

6. To turn off note inputting just press N on computer keyboard. Then you can also change the pitch of notes by dragging them up or down.

7. To make a note into a chord, select the note and then hold down shift and and type a number between 1 and 9 on to add an interval of that number. To add an interval below a note hold down shift and a number between 1 and 9.  the example below has added a third above and below.
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You can also hold down shift and just type the name of the note you wish to add while the note is selected. To change a note to a sharp or flat just select it and push sharp or flat on keypad.

8. To add a tie hit enter on computer keyboard after inputting the note.

9. To respell a note inputted from a MIDI keyboard enharmonically, choose Notes - Respell Accidental after selecting the note.
